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2.1 Key Functions

Power Key Press and hold the Power button to turn on the tablet.
Long press power key to pop up shutdown option.
Short press power key to lock the screen.

Volume Key Press to increase or decrease volume.

2.2 Homepage interface

The main interface displays your wallpaper and frequently used apps. You can arrange apps
Based on your preference and customize the wallpaper anytime. To change it, go to
Settings — Wallpaper, then choose from Live Wallpapers, Photos, or Wallpapers to set your
Home screen background.

5.1 Slow Initial Boot

After a system upgrade, the tablet needs to install pre-installed software applications on
the first boot. This takes approximately 2-3 minutes. Boot speed returns to normal
afterwards.

5.2 Cannot Connect to Wi-Fi

Ensure the wireless router providing network services is working properly.
Ensure the tablet and router are within range, with no walls or obstacles between them.
Ensure the username and password are correct.

5.3 Tablet Feels Hot

This is normal when multiple applications are running at the same time, the screen
brightness is at maximum, or the device is recharging.

5.4 System Is Disordered / Not Working Properly

Installation of some third-party applications may cause system failure. You can resolve
this by resetting the system.

5.5 Unable to Create Email or Log into Applications

Ensure your network is properly connected to the internet.
Ensure your email settings are correct.
Ensure your system time and local time are consistent.
